Live Life Aberdeenshire (LLA) is offering grant funding to support delivery against the service’s strategic aims. The fund recognises the value of working alongside third-sector organisations, community groups, hubs and clubs to improve outcomes for people and communities across Aberdeenshire. Positive Action Grant funding is used by the service to support projects that contribute to the following outcomes:

· Deliver accessible services that encourage participation among the target group.
· Increase community capacity for longer-term, sustainable delivery.
· Increase awareness of Live Life Aberdeenshire’s offer.
The Community Sport Hub team works with sporting clubs and community groups across Aberdeenshire to improve local outcomes through three key pillars:

Principles of Sport for Change funding
[bookmark: _Int_62TQcZNS]Sport for Change refers to the deliberate use of sport and physical activity to bring about positive social change for individuals and communities.
[bookmark: _Int_kvScWXlt]The Aberdeenshire Sport Hub team welcomes applications from hubs, clubs and community groups that have identified a local need which can be supported through sport and physical activity. Applications should demonstrate how the proposed project will create positive and lasting change for the target group and wider community.
Collaboration is a key consideration; applicants should either be part of a local hub or be willing to work with partners to create links that support long-term sustainability.
All funded projects must be completed and fully evaluated by March 2027.
